The Ba~calaureate Sermon was de­
livered on Sunday evening by Presi­
dent Samuel J. Miller at the Church 
of the Brethren. A large and atten­
tive audience heard the message that 
specially sought to give inspiration 
and help to the graduates whe> have 
not finished, but are really comme,nc­
ing their real educational life.

- There is a parallelism be­
tween the instruction to the d_isciples 
and that ,of the student. Jesus was 
the master teacher, from whom all 
_true teachers have learned. He taught 
as no other man has taught. He 
led his disciples on step by step, un­
til he brought them to the facts of His 
death and resurrection. He was ever 
solicitous of their interest and wel­
fare. • He helped them thru their 
doubts and perplexities. He estab­
lished their faith in Him. 

They seemingly were prepared to 
do the work unto which they were 
called. He had faithfully taught 
them. Yet he tells them to tarry at 
Jerusalem until they have received 
the Holy Ghost, when they would be 
endowed with power. 

Addressfng the stmtents directty, he 
said, "You have been learning frorri 
your teachers. You have been led on 
step by step, thru your doubts and 
perplexities. Your faith in God mus;j 
be established. It is not enough tha~ 
you have gained intellectual strength. 
You must have the guidance of the 
same Holy Spirit that led to such won­
derful results at the Day of Penta­
cost."

This offering goes for the sup­
port of a native worker in India. 

The practical work has been st;ess­
ed. On Sunday afternoons the ser­
mon is carried by members to th-Ose 
people who are shut in and cannot 
come to church. Singing in the af­
ternoon is done by the Intermediates. 
Twice a month the Band goes to the 

near-by hospital a_nd sings to those 
who are sick. Work among the Mexi­
cans and Japa_nese in our own town 
and at the Chinese Mission in Los 
Angeles is also done by various mem­
bers. 

The Band sent one representative 
to the Des Moines Conference and 
they are also sending one delegate, 
Mr. Leland Brubaker, to the Confer­
ence at Sedalia. Nllct year they hope 
to be still better represented at the 
different conferences. 

A new line of activity was started 
this year in the form of a medical , 
missionary play, "The Pill Bottle." 
It was a grand success and five calls 
have come in for it next year. 

The Band has increased its library 
this sear by using the Sunday morn­
ing collection for that purpose. The 
books purchased are of such a nnture 
as to be useful to the whole Student 
Body. 

Brother J. I. Kaylor, a returned 
missionary from India, has been with 
the Band this year, and he has been 
a great help to all the members. He 
and three others will soon be in the 
India field. There are about twenty 
more of the memb,ers who are prepar­
ing for foreign work. The harvest 
has truly been great this year, and 
we hope to have still greater ones the 
coming year.
