At Student Volun-

teer Meeting

The Student Volunteer meeting
Thursday evening, Nov. 1, was well
attended. The song, “Lead On, O
King Eternal” was sung in prepara-
tion for the program to be given at
the Church Sunday evening. One
item of business—the presentation of
the budget—was discussed and ac-
cepted.

The rest of the hour was given to
Pres. Studebaker, who chose as his
theme: “The Challenge.” Using sev-
eral scripture references for a text,
he said in part: In the first place,
the challenge as given by Christ is
to preach the Gospel to all creation.
Only a small percentage of the world
is Christianized—millions have never
heard the Gospel.

The second step is to make dis-
ciples or learners. This means to get
the people interested in seeking the
truth.

The third and more difficult task
is to baptize these learners or initiate
them into the church. Be satisfied
with nothing short of baptizing them.

A more tedious process is the fourth
step, which is to “teach them to
observe all things which I have com-
manded you.” To teach them how
to live the Christian life requires
tact, skill, knowledge, courage, faith,
devotion, in fact, a living example.

Christ’s teaching in Matt. 5:3-9,
commonly called the Beatitudes, is
the core of all his teaching. Being
equipped with this knowledge and the
power of the Holy Spirit, one is im-
pelled by the spirit to witness for
Christ. The witness bearing should
begin at home and extend unto the
uttermost parts of the world.
