Family Group Record—A family
group record lets you list an entire family
and their information (grandmothes, grand-
father, your parent, and his or her siblings).

For this reason the
LDS Church maintains the largest genealogy
library in the world in Salt Lake City, Utah with
branches across the country. Branches near to
Laurel are in Columbia and in Silver Spring, In
addition the L.DS church website provides infor-

mation to help you start working on your family

history. You can search for names of your ances-
tors in the records’ collection and view numerous
research aids with step by step instructions to help
you know whete to look and how to find informa-
ton on your ancestors.

In addition to LDS Chutch genealogical
resources, the Washington D.C. area has many
resources for family history research such as the
DAR bbrary, the National Archives, and local gov-
ernment offices.
