History
Of The Inn

The Santa Fe Railroad began the residential develop-
ment of Ranch Santa Fe in 1923 by building a
guest house for prospective land purchasers. In

true early California style, the main building which

contains the dining room, living room, and some

guest accommodations, was built of adobe blocks
made on the building site.

In 1941, George Richardson purchased the guest
house and renamed it The Inn at Rancho Santa Fe.
Over the next seventeen years he added the Library

and many of the guest cottages as well as the
gardens and walkways.

Mrs. Richardson sold The Inn in 1958 to Steve Royce,
a renowned hotel owner and manager, who
realized that The Inn was ideal for a family run hotel.
His daughter Dorothy and her husband, Wes Hadden
managed The Inn for many years, as did his son
Daniel Royce, who became the Innkeeper.

Now a third generation, led by
Duncan Royce Hadden, is carrying on the
historical tradition of The Inn. At a time when
so many hotels are becoming chain-operated,
the staff of The Inn still continues to believe
that each guest is an individual and
should be treated as such.
