A two-color lithograph printed as follows:

1. Stone: red (50% Hanco Fire Red, 25% Sinclair & Valentine
Vermillion Red, 1?% Sinclair & Valentine Permanent Rose
Red, 5% Hanco Opaque White, 3% Charbonnel Noir a Monter).
Execution: La Favorite stick tusche mixed with water
applied with pen; mixture of Harris Triple Ink, asphaltum,
and lithotine applied with brush; additions made with
mixture of Harris Triple Ink, asphaltum, and lithotine
applied with brush.

2. Stone: blue (77% Sinclair & Valentine Royal Blue, 10%
Hanco Opaque White, 8% Charbonnel Noir a Monter, 5% Sinclair
& Valentine Monastral Blue). Execution: see run #1 above;
image reversed by the shellac reversal method.

Fasson yellow vinyl size 30" x 22" adhered to Rives BFK the same
size; cut edges; bleed image.
