A two-color lithograph printed from an aluminum plate in one run
as follows: blut? (100% Sinclair & Valentine Royal Blue), and
bla.cfc (80% Charbonnel Noir Velours and 20% Sinclair & Valentine
Stone Neutral Black). Execution: drawing made over black carbon
paper with ball-point pen.

Note: The above two colors were applied individually to
the plate with separate rollers.

Paper size JO" x 22", torn and deckle edges; bleed image.
