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important, he’s hunted turkeys for 36 years, with the pursuit taking him to 23 states and 
Mexico. Along the way, he’s recorded several grand slams and a royal slam, and has been 
whipped by more longbeards than he can remember. Lovett served two stints as the editor 
of Turkey & Turkey Hunting magazine, from August 1995 through January 2002 and again 
from November 2008 through the magazine’s demise as a regular publication in March 
2013. Between those runs, he was the editor of Outdoor World magazine and then Gun 
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
