
3. D i s c u s s the HUMANITIES content of your project. Which humanities discipline will be involved or addressed by the 
project? What major issues will be explored? 

H i s t o r y i s the f o c a l point of t h i s p r o j e c t which i s centered around the New Deal era. 
I t w i l l give an understanding to younger generations of how serious and f a r reaching the 
Great Depression extended from before the 1929 stock market crash up u n t i l WW I I . H i s t o r i 
w i l l d i s c u s s the success of the CCC, i t s l a s t i n g legacies and also how i t helped prepare f 
WW I I . Scholars w i l l i n v e s t i g a t e the s o c i a l and economic r e s u l t s of CCC camps m La. and 
the p o l i t i c a l r i v a l r y between FDR and Huey Long. 
A s e l e c t e d bibliography w i l l be d i s t r i b u t e d . 

4. List by name and qualifications the humanities S C H O L A R S and consultants involved in the project, and describe the 

role e a c h will play. 

Dr. J e r r y P. Sanson, professor of h i s t o r y at LSUA, w i l l discuss the p o l i t i c s of the Great 
Depression and i t s scope both i n the U.S. and i n Europe, and F r a n k l i n D. Roosevelt's 
defeat of Pres. Hoover. He w i l l examine FDR's r i v a l r y with Huey Long. 

Dr. Anna C. Burns, d i r e c t o r of L i b r a r y and Learning Resources at LSUA, w i l l discuss how 
and why the depression had devastated Louisiana years before the 1929 Stock Market Crash. 
She w i l l d i s c u s s the establishment of K i t s a t c h i e National Forest which provided the 
need and s i t e s f o r CCC camps and i n turn how the CCC camps i n Louisiana established the 
foundation f o r the s t a t e ' s present timber industry and also played a very v i t a l r o l e i n 
preparations f o r WW I I . 

Dr. Edwin Carothers, professor of f o r e s t r y ( r e t i r e d ) Louisiana Tech U n i v e r s i t y , w i l l 
d i s c u s s importance of the CCC e a r l y work i n r e f o r e s t a t i o n and the f a c t that timber i s 
L o u i s i a n a ' s major crop and the timber industry i t s major employer. Dr. Carothers served 
i n the CCC and w i l l d i s c u s s h i s experience and work i n u n i t i n g CCC veterans. 

Dr. W i l l i a m Simpson, professor of h i s t o r y at Louisiana College, w i l l be the evaluator. 

5. Descr ibe your target A U D I E N C E and your promotional efforts to attract them to your program. 

The program w i l l be open to the general p u b l i c , with s p e c i a l i n v i t a t i o n to family 
and f r i e n d s of anyone who had been i n the CCC. School teachers w i l l be urged to 
come and l e a r n more about t h e i r s t a t e ' s h i s t o r y . TV t a l k shows, radio spots, and 
newspaper n o t i c e s w i l l i n v i t e the p u b l i c . Printed i n v i t a t i o n s w i l l be sent to the 
F riend s of the James C. Bolton L i b r a r y , and to the H i s t o r i c a l Association of C e n t r a l 
L o u i s i a n a , both of which have large mailing l i s t s . 

S p e c i a l i n v i t a t i o n s w i t h stamped RSVP cards w i l l be sent to the approximately 200 
CCC v e t e r a n s we have l o c a t e d . Rapides P a r i s h School Board w i l l d i s t r i b u t e f l y e r s to 
the s o c i a l s t u d i e s teachers and encourage them to include a section on thein'lesson plans.
