And you are to observe and 
follow all such orders and directions as you shall from time to time receive from me, or any other 
of your Superior Officers, according to Law.  
  Given under my Hand and Office Seal, at Toronto this tenth day of April in the 
year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and thirty = nine and in the second year of Her 
Majesty’s Reign.
