Standing Bear, a spiritual leader of the Potawatomi Indians, will bring
three drummers and several dancers in full regalia to the next meeting of
the Saugatuck-Douglas Historical Society. Before the time of the white
man, in the days when southwestern Michigen was a heavily forested area,
Saugatuck and Douglas were part of the summer hunting and fishing grounds
for the Potawatomi Indians. In the 19th century many set up summer camp
and worked in Douglas. Today much of the Potawatomi leadership lives in
Dowagiac, home of Standing Bear. In American society he is known as Sam
Bush. Sam Bush leads his audience into thehistory, traditions and culture
of the Potawatomis through demonstrations of various art forms. He himself
wears the full Potawatomi regalia. He and his sister often do traditional
dances. Songs are sung ana stories are told. It is a multi-dimensional
Woodland Indian experience.
