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Foreword

LAND of countless lakes and streams, swept by the

cool breezes of Lake Michigan the summer through,

WESTERN MICHIGAN has long been the favor-

ite playground of the Middle West. Fine scenery,

its delightful climate, its opportunities for sport, recrea-

tion. or rest, alike contribute to make it a summer para-

dise, where hundreds of resorts offer a cheery hospitality
to the tourist.

Rail and boat lines touch all the more important points
in this territory, but by the autoist alone may all its rarer
beauties be enjoved. Five hundred miles along Lake
Michigan, the WEST MICHIGAN PIKE links resort to
resort, from Michigan City and South Bend to the Straits
of Mackinae. A delightful variety of scenery lures ome
on from the prosperous cities, farms, and orchards of the

“Land of Fruit and Fortune” to the wilder scenes and
virgin forests of the Northland. Never an hour without
a lake or forest, fringing the road; perhaps a glimpse of
the blue of Lake Michigan in the distance, or miles of
touring along its very beach.

Lower Michigan's peculiar situation guarantees it im-
munity from the excesses of great heat or great cold.
Humidity is perceptibly absent—or nearly so—from this
great section, and so the sun's rays, even in midsummer,
have no terrors for those who are fortunate enough to be
there. The prevailing winds are from the west. In
Northern Michigan cool nights are not rare, when only a
few hundred miles southward, thousands are sweltering
in the great crowded cities. Sleep and absolute rest are
two of the gifts of this vast north country.

Nature's gift to Michigan is not alone beautiful scen-
ery nor a climate which attracts the summer visitor. The
extremes of temperature in winter as well as summer are
minimized by the great fresh water sea to the westward,
and this has its commercial value in the opportunity
which it presents for fruit growing and other agrienltural
pursuits in which the length of the growing season is an
important factor.

THE WEST MICHIGAN PIKE is a trunkline high-
way, its route designated by legislative enactment of the
State of Michigan, and constructed under state super-
vision by the various counties through which it passes.
The State pays a high reward for every mile of the Pike
which meets its rigid specifications, and these stretches of
highway are commonly known as “state reward” road.
Seventy per cent. of the Pike is now completed as state
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reward road, and about fifteen per cent. is under con-
struction during 1915. The poorer sections are receiving
first attention in order to put the whole route into the
best possible shape pending its final completion, and there
are no sections where autos cannot pass without diffi-
culty. Several counties have completed the entire road
within their boundaries, and the remaining counties are
bending every effort to finish the Pike in order to earn
the double reward.

The more thickly settled southern counties are not
alone in the possession of fine roads, for the northern
counties have roads which are a marvel to the tourist.
Between Grand Haven and Frankfort, a distance of 147
miles, there are but twelve miles which have not earned
the state reward, and eight miles of this is excellent
natural clay road. Two counties and three townships
have just bonded to secure funds to complete the Pike,
and the fall of 1916 will see a first class highway every
mile from the Indiana Line to the Straits of Mackinae.

THE WEST MICHIGAN PIKE ASSOCIATION is
a voluntary organization of those interested in the pro-
motion of good roads, and in its three years' life has done
much along this line. The laying out of the route, its
construction and sign boarding, and the promotion of
tourist travel over the Pike have been its chief work.
In addition to its general officers. it is represented in
each comnty by a_ resident vice-president. who is in
charge of its local affairs and tourist matters pertainin
to his county. Handsome booklets are issued by org
izations in every county and can be secured on applicati s
to the wice presidents.

In 1914, the Association completed the marking of all
turns on the route with the distinetive “WEST MICHI-
GAN PIKE" signs. and during 1915 will continne the
work of signboarding by the nse of bands on poles along
the route. A 16-inch white band, with an “X" in blne
on either side, is the design chosen, and it is planned to
place these at such intervals that the tourist will he able
to see one at least from any point on the entire route.
In this work and in the publication of this Guide, the
Association has received the financial support of many
interests throughout Western Michigan, and in the follow-
ing pages, credit has been given whenever possible. Our
advertisers have contributed liberally to the work, and
they are earnestly recommended to the consideration of
those who find this booklet of value. The editors will
welcome all suggestions for the improvement of this Guide
or the route markings, from any who have occasion to
use the route, and will ineorporate such as prove prac-
ticable into our work., See Coupon on page 52.

The tour over the West Michigan Pike can be made
comfortably in one weck, allowing a minimum of time
to inspect points of interest along the route. (See
schedule of third annual Pike Tour, on page 56.)

A complete list of cities, villages and resorts reached by
the WEST MICHIGAN PIKE will be found on page 24.
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In the spring of 1915, when the DIXIE HIGHWAY
was conceived as the great national highway from north
to south, the WEST MICHIGAN PIKE was accorded
recognition as the northernmost link in this highway from
“Gulf to Straits” and will be so dediecated on Thanks-
giving Day, 1815. The Dixie Highway begins at Minmi,

ﬁn‘id:l. and runs north through Jacksonville, Talla-
see, and Atlanta to Chattanooga, at which point the
route is divided to form a gigantic loop through all the
territory northward. The westward route passes through
Nashville, Louisville, Indianapolis to the Lake Michigan
shore at Chicago, swinging around through Western
Michigan to the Straits of Mackinac, which is its “farthest
north.” The loop is continued south along the Lake
Huron shore through Bay City and Detroit to Toledo,
Dayton, Cincinnati and Knoxville to Chattanooga. The
Lincoln Highway is crossed at South Bend, Indiana, the
southern terminus of the Pike, the National Parks High-
way also being touched here. From South Bend, the Pike
reaches all the Michigan resort country by the shortest
possible route, and as the only trunk line road now estah-
lished in its entirety, it is being rapidly completed. An
exact statement of the condition of the Pike roadbed will
be found on page 72,

In establishing the West Michigan Pike as a trunk
line highway some years ago, the legislature of the State
of Michigan adopted the idea of a “loop” for this route,
the plan being aided by the peculiar shore line of the
state. A glance at the map will show the resemblance of
the Lower Peninsula to a great glove, with the Pike form-
ing the outside seam. The optional routes are from St.
Joseph to the south, one following the shore line through
Michigan City to Chicago, and the other following the

-

St. Joseph River south into South Bend. North of Man-
istee, the branch known as the “Scenic Route” follows the
Lake Michigan shore “Around the Horn" to Traverse
City, while the “Short Route” cuts across what might be
termed the base of the little finger, continning the figur-
ative resemblance to a glove. A third division occurs
north of Petoskey, where the “Seenic Rounte” follows the
shore line and the “Short Route” runs directly north into
Maekinaw City. In both, the scenic beauties of the longer
routes along the shore fully offset the gain in distance on
the “short route,” and should be followed by the tourist
who can afford the time necessary for the extra mileage.

Tourists from the West through Chicago will find
their shortest route to the junction of the two southern
branches at St. Joseph over the Lake Shore route through
Michigan City and St. Joseph. There are many routes
from Chicago to Michigan City. the distance to St. Joseph
averaging 107 miles. Cars may be shipped by boat from
Chicago or Milwaukee to almost any point on the Pike at
low rates, with a saving of much time, this being a favor-
ite practice for the return trip, when the sun must be
faced much of the distance.

Michigan City is located on the Lake Michigan shore
at the mouth of Trail Creek, once the favorite meeting
place of the Pottowattomie and Black Hawk Indians.
The city has a population of 20,000 and the largest inde-
pendent car shops of the United States are located here.
The Indiana State Prison at Michigan City is acknowl-
edged as one of the model penal institutions of the coun-
try. Crossing the State Line into Michigan, New Buffalo
is reached, and the Pike passes through an almost con-
tinuous line of resorts along the shore before reaching St.
Joseph. Gowdy's Beach, Union Pier, Lakeside, Harbert,
Birchwood Beach, Sawyer, Bridgman, Livingston, Stev-
ensville, and Glen Lord are all well known resorts. This
section of the Pike is usually termed “Lake Shore Drive”
and is practically all macadam road. It follows the line
of the Pere Marquette railroad and for much of the dis-
tance is in full view of the Lake Michigan shore.

Tourists coming from the South to the Michigan re-
sorts will find the shortest and best route is directly north
from Indianapolis to South Bend over the Michigan Road,
the first highway opened by the federal government in the
West. It dates from 1823 and was laid out 100 feet wide
from the Ohio River to Lake Michigan. This road was
to Indiana what the Erie Canal was for New York and
the Union Pacific to the West; it was the greatest com-
mercial enterprise of the day. Before the advent of the
white man, the Indians had a settlement at this point,
where the portage was made from the St. Joseph into the
Kankakee River for the journey to the Mississippi from
the Great Lakes. Ower this highway of ancient com-
meree came the copper ore from Lake Superior and found
its way to Mexico and even South America. Pere Mar-
quette and La Salle used this portage in their explorations
of the Mississippi in the 16th century.

Junction West Michigan Pike and Lincoln Highway at South Bend

South Bend is now “world famed” as a manufacturing
and commercial center, the products of the giant plants
of the Studebaker Corporation, the Oliver Plow works,
the Singer Sewing Machine Company, and the South
Bend Watch Company being known everywhere, It bes
a population of 60,000 and has seven railroads and tif#®
electric lines. The banks of the river have heen cou-
verted into beautiful parks and the residential district,
with its broad streets and fine homes, completes a boule-
vard system of great beauty.,

Lying on either side of the Pike as one turns north
into Michigan are the grounds of Notre Dame University
and St. Mary's Academy, the leading Catholic educa-
tional institutions of the West. The State Line is crossed
six miles north of South Bend, Niles being the first Michi-
gan city which the tourist will reach.

From Niles, the tourist swings to the northwest along
the beautiful valley of the St. Joseph River, through a
region which produces immense quantities of the finest
fruit grown in America. The “Peach Belt Way” is the
name commonly used for this stretch of fine macadam,
which passes through Berrien Springs and a number of
smaller villages before reaching the Lake Michigan shore
at St. Joseph. It is flanked on either side with vineyards
and orchards. Just before reaching St. Joseph, the golf
course of the Berrien County Country Club is passed.

Father Allouez is credited as being the first white man
to discover the St Joseph River, coming down the Lake
Michigan shore from Sault Ste. Marie, which he had
reached in 1666. Accompanied by the famous Pere Mar-
quette, a complete circuit of the shores of Lake Michigan
was made, the party entering all the principal bays and
To the St. Joseph River, they gave the name
“Miamis." This was about 1669, but no permanent estab-
lishment was made here until 1679, when La Salle sailed
as far as Mackinac in the “Griffin,” the first sailing ship
to mnavigate the Great Lakes. Mackinae, the
“Grifin” was sent back to Niagara for supplies, with
instructions to meet La Salle’s party at the mouth of the
“Miamis."

From

La Salle reached the river mouth on November 1,
1669, and at once built a fort of hewn logs, 40 by 80 feet,
on the site now oceupied by Lake Front Park in the
center of the city of 5t. Joseph. A month later, the
“Griffin” having been lost with all on board, La Salle
and his men went up the St. Joseph River and portaged
into the Kankakee, finally reaching Peoria, where the
winter was spent.

In 1700, a mission was established at St. Joseph by
the Jesnits, and shortly after, a second one near the pres-
Both these missions were attacked and
the ocenpants massacred on May G, 17638, when Pontiac's
War opened with the destruction of all the forts and mis-
sions west of Niagara except Detroit.

Paw Paw Lake is typical of the inland lake resorts ot
Southern Michigan which are thronged with the residents
of the nearby great cities during the heated season, A
very short ride by boat and train brings the Chicagoan here,
or to St. Joseph or South Haven, and all three are very
popular as week-end resorts. Every facility is provided for
the entertainment of these guests, and there is a long
sehedule of yacht and motor boat contests to engage the
innumerable feet of watercraft of all deseriptions. Dane-
ing, bowling and golf are the favorite recreations when the
list of water sports is exhausted, and resort life is very lively.

This country is surely the haunt of the fisherman and
sportsman of every nearby state. Its rivers and brooks are
the natural home of the brook trout, and the lakes are the
habitat of the black bass, the pike, and the lordly muskal-
lunge, one of the gamest fish in fresh or salt water. The
small pan fish, such as perch, bluegills and rock bass, may
be caught in any quantity in the inland lakes. For the
hunter, the wood coverts furnish plenty of game birds,
partridge and wild duek being found in great numbers.
Shooting is allowed only in the fall. A half million strang-
ers visit Western and Northern Michigan annually for the
shooting. The most remote points are within a 24-hour
journey of St. Louis, Louisville, Cincinnati or Pittsburgh.

Celery, toma-
toes, and produce of all kinds are raised in large quan-
tities and during the season every transportation facility
is overtaxed to move the crop. The descendants of these

uct of the factories, but there are large plants manufac-
turing beet sugar, pickles, leather, shoes, furnaces, pianos,
and chemicals. Holland’s population is about 12,000.
The exodus of Duteh colonists to this section of Michi-
gan was caused by religious dissentions which arose in
the Netherlands in the early part of the 19th century,

which were followed by persecutions and annoyances
which became unbearable. The Dutch government re-
fused permission for the dissenters to colonize in the
Dutch islands of the East Indies on a basis of religious
liberty, so a band was formed under the leadership of
Rev. A. C. Van Raalte and homes were sought in Amer-
ica. A personal exploration was made by their leader,
and in 1847, the entire band was brought to Michigan and
Holland was settled. Attracted by the success of these
pioneers, thousands of Hollanders have sinee settled in
this section, of which Holland is the recognized center.

Almost on the day of the great Chicago fire in 1871,
the entire city of Holland was wiped out by fire, but its
sturdy citizens rebuilt and today it is one of the most
beautiful of the cities on the East Coast. Its early history
is reflected in the loyal and generous support of its re-
ligious institutions and it is now the best church-equipped
city in Michigan.

Industrially, Holland’s chief product is furniture, and
there are six large plants in this line. Pianos, plate glass,
furnaces, chemicals, and gelatine are manofactured in
large quantitics. The three tanneries of the Armour
Leather Company, the Holland Sugar Company, the
Heinz pickling plants, and the shoe factories form another
large group of industries. With shipping facilities by
steam, eleetric, and steamship lines, the city is securing
many industries which find the combination of lower
overhead costs with excellent connections with all big
markets an attractive inducement,

A concrete
seawnll is being constructed to protect Maecatawa’s famous
“hoard-walk,”” which extends along the beach for nearly
two miles and is faced by a solid row of beautiful summer
homes.

Aquatie sports are in the lead at these resorts, and the
vacht and motor boat races held annually attract the
clubmen from all points on Lake Michigan. The Maea-
tawa Bay Yacht Club lies in the shelter of the hills on
the Macatawa shore. On the Ottawa Beach, or North
Shore, is the Country Club, with a good 18-hele course
which is available to all visitors. There are tennis conrts
as well, The bathing beaches along Lake Michigan are
unsurpassed. At Jenison are found all the usual amuse-
ment park attractions. The Black Lake resorts afford
every class of attraction from those of the fashionable
watering-places to the simpler accommodations of those
seeking rest and quiet.

To the resorts on the southern side of Black Lake, the
“Bay Road"” furnishes convenient access to all, and is
much travelled. It follows the shore of the lake nearly
the entire distance. Ottawa Beach is reached by an excel-
lent gravel road some distance back from the north shore
(sce map).

Grand Haven, located at the mouth of Grand River, |
is the county seat of Ottawa County and has a population |
of more than 6,000. It is an important railway and steam-
ship terminal, its harbor being kept open the year round |
for the Grand Trunk carferries and the Croshy line boats |
to Milwaukee and the Goodrich Company's ships to
Chicago. It is the headquarters for the various marine
departments of the government service on the east shore
of Lake Michigan and the lighthouse supply depots and
yards, iI'I-SITILLtiﬂIt bureaus, marine hospital, ete., arg
located here. Itisa port of entry for imports.

Its earliest history is as the site of one of the grm* !
Indian settlements and it was visited frequently by the |
missionaries and fur traders. Grand River was one of the
main arteries of travel in those times and in 1821 Grand
Haven was made headquarters for more than 20 fur |
trading posts established in Michigan by the American
Fur Company. It rose to great importance in the early
lumber days, and the scenes of several of Stewart Ed-
ward White's great stories of lumbering days are laid
here. When the timber had all been cut, the city lost
much of its prestige and population, but with the develop-
ment of its transportation facilities came several flourish-
ing industries and the evidences of its present prosperity
may be seen on all sides.

Grand Haven is governed under the commission-
manager form and its public improvements reflect the
progressiveness of its citizens. It has a fine school system
and Akeley Institute, one of the leading Episcopal schools
of the country, has enrolled students from most of the
States of the West,

A rather unique and interesting feature of Grand
Haven's activities is her fishing industry, and scores of
steam and gasoline craft are engaged in the industry from
this port. Between two and three million pounds of fish,
principally whitefish and trout, are handled annually by
the two refrigeration plants, and a still larger quantity is
smoked for shipment everywhere. The best known

product is smoked whitefish, Grand Haven's output of
this delicacy being the largest in the world. The fishing
is carried on summer and winter and it is picturesque and
interesting to watch, from the lifting of the nets to the
enring and packing of the eatch. The industry comprises
one of the most valuable sources of wealth to Grand
Haven.

On the ridge of wooded sand duncs fronting the Lake
Michigan beach is Highland Park, Grand Haven's most
popular resort. The cottages are built on the slopes and
crest of the bloffs, amid the forest, and their elevation

rives them a splendid panoramic view of Lake Michigan
““ the full sweep of her summer breezes. The bathing

beach into deep water gives it that essential of safety for
the bather which is characteristic of the entire East Coast.

In the lowlands near its mouth, Grand River's wide
course is expanded into a series of beautiful bayous and
deltas, and a number of summer colonies have grown up
on its banks. Here life is more secluded and rustic and
attracts many desiring to lead the simpler life. There is
excellent fishing and hunting in season.

Just north of Grand Haven is Spring Lake, one of the

most beautiful inland lakes in Michigan, with high
wooded banks of irregular contour and many deep
bayous. A large number of handsome summer homes
have been built by prominent families and the resort
activities are varied. Spring Lake is one of the most
popular waters for boating, and numerous regattas are
held by the Yaeht Club, the Motor Boat Club, and
kindred organizations. The Spring Lake Country Club
has a fine course near the village of Spring Lake. Excel-
lent accommodations may be secured at any of a half
dozen hotels on the lake. Between Spring Lake and
Grand Haven is the junction of the Grand Highway with
the Pike, and an organization is actively at work to com-
plete this connection with Grand Rapids.

South of Muskegon, the Pike rounds the head of
Lake Harbor, another pretty lake with many fine homes.
At its entranee into Lake Michigan is Lake Harbor resort,
an estate of GO0 acres on natural ]:}.-erin_-_-_'. with a model
farm, an 18-hole golf course, tennis eourts, and all the
modern appointments of an up-to-date resort. The accom-
modations here are first-class in every particular and Lake
Harbor is the favorite Michigan resort of Cincinnati and
Lounisville residents.

Muskegon is a prosperous city of 34,000, lying along
the entire southern shore of Muskegon Lake, and its
seven miles of waterfront afford an interesting panorama
of industrial activity and resort life. The sawmills which
made it the greatest lumbering city in the world in the
'80s, are all gone, but the magnificent art gallery, library.
schools and other institutions founded by wealthy lum-
bermen are eloquent reminders of its past. These institu-
tions, with their large endowments, have placed Muskegon

Beach at Lake Michigan Park, Muskegon

far in advance of most cities of her size, the most conspicu-
ous example being the school system, which has a nation-
wide reputation. It is the largest city on the eastern shore
of Lake Michigan and its harbor is open the vear round,
boat service being maintained to Chicago and Milwaukee,

Lake Michigan is reached by a seven-mile boulevard
along the shore of the Lake, and Lake Harbor by a simi-
lar drive southward. Bear Lake, famed alike for its
wooded beauty and its fishing, is directly north of Mus-
kegon Lake, and on the narrow peninsula between lies
North Muskegon. Agquatic sports flourish under the
stimulus of numerouns clubs, while two country clubs at-
tract the golfer and tennis enthusiast.

Within a radius of a few miles, there are scores of popu-
lous resorts, and many fine hotels are found in the city and
vicinity. Summer guests are taken at many private homes,
and accommodations may be had to spit any purse. While
Muskegon County is well settled, it has a number of excel-
lent streams and lakes which are much favored for their
accessibility.  They are well cared for by the sportsmen,
and being annually stocked, yield fine sport. There is good
duck and wildfowl shooting in the season, the marshes of
the Muskegon River affording an ideal hunting ground.

Whitehall and Montague are located on opposite
shores of White River where it enters the head of White |
Lake, and are the headquarters for the numerous resorts
along this beautiful sheet of water.

view of the yacht races and other events that form a part
of the summer attractions.

The twin villages of Montague and Whitehall were
important shipping peints during the lumbering days,
millions of logs coming down White River to be cut up at
the big mills. The villages now have a combined popula-
tien of about 8,000, which is greatly increased in summer
by the influx of resorters. Whitehall is the larger of the
two. Splendid farms and orchards now supply the bulk of
the freight for lake boats, altho leather, fruit baskets,
machine products and lumber are manufactured in large
guantities. Fine roads lead from the villages to the resorts
on both the north and south sides of White Lake.

The Pike makes a long detour to the west on leaving
Montague for Shelby, as the direct road between the two
villages is so sandy that it is impassable except in wet
weather (when it is preferable to the Pike in its present
condition). ‘This route was adopted in 1915 and is over
excellent clay roads for ten miles, the remainder of the
Oceana County Pike being stone road.

Oceana is one of the richest fruit growing counties
of the State and the miles of orchards bear out the boast
that here are grown more apples than in any six Western
States combined. Potatoes, beans, peas, and other veget-
ables are grown in immense quantities for the canneries,
of which there are many in the county. From Shelby
and Hart, the county seat, excellent stone roads extend
in all directions into the fruit country and the mornings
of the fruit season sce a continuous procession of huge
wagons bound for the shipping points. Just north of
Hart is the great peach orchard of W. R. Roach, the
leading canner of the Middle West,

Pentwater is the only lake port in Oceana County and
ships large quantities of fruit in the season. Oceana=
Beach is the principal resort and Bass Lake also has a
quota of cottage colonies.

head of Pere Marquette Lake, which is the harbor for
Ludington. Car ferry lines operate from this harbor to
Milwankee and Manitowoe all the year round, great ship-
ments of grain from the Northwest passing through.

Until recent years, Ludington was known as Pere
Marquette, in honor of the famous Jesuit who explored
the shores of Lake Michigan, and whose name is indelibly
associated with the early history of the Great Lakes
region. Ludington is today a progressive industrial city,
its lumber and salt induostries being of tremendous import-
ance. There are several large industries in allied lines.
The city has a population of 11,000 and is the county
seat of Mason County.

Of chief interest to the tourist are the many resorts
about Ludington, Epworth Heights and Hamlin Lake
being the best known. These resorts are reached by a
dummy line which operates frequent trains. Epworth
Hup;ht'; is two miles north of the city, between Lincoln
Lake and Lake Michigan, and on its hills are several
hundred fine cottages. The Epworth Assembly, which
brings many speakers and entertainers of national repi-
tation during the last weeks of July and early August, is
a feature of the summer life. It is conducted under the
auspices of the Methodist Cliurch.

Adjacent to Manistee and easily reached
by auto, train, or boat are a number of delightful spots
for camping or picnicking. Some of the finest trout
streams in Michigan and many lakes abounding in bass,
bluegills, pike, pickerel, and even muskallunge are easily
accessible to Manistee. For golfers, the excellent course
of the Manistee Country Club, overlooking Lake Michi-
gan, is available.

Manistee is famed for her salt baths, which are an-
nually patronized by thousands secking relief from
rhenmatism and kindred ills. The Merey Sanitarium, a
thoroughly modern #150,000 institution, and the Briny
Inn, Manistee's leading hotel, are equipped to give the
Manistee brine baths which are said to possess remark-
able curative qualities.

The fraternal organizations of Manistee have beauti-
fully equipped homes, those owned by the Masons, Elks,
and Eagles being splendid buildings devoted to the social
work of these orders. The Knights of Pythias and the
Knights of Columbus also maintain fine clubrooms, and

Michigan where the manufacture of salt and lumber is
still carried on in great volume. The salt plants are the
largest in the world, with an annual capacity of 1,600,000
barrels, while the sawmills eut 100,000,000 feet of lumber
annually. There is a large iron working industry and
the only drydock on the East Shore is located here. These
unigue industries are worth a visit, and visitors are wel-
comed and given competent guidance through the plants.

Two cross-lake lines make Manistee a port of call, the
Pere Marquette line giving service direct to Milwaukee,
and the Northern Michigan line from Chicago. This line
also has daily service north to Onekema, Arcadia and
Frankfort, with through boats to the Upper Lake ports.

The recently organized Manistee Resort Association
offers its service to all tourists, and will supply detailed
information to all inquirers. A new booklet will be sent
on application to its secretary.

North of Manistee, the country becomes more rugged
and wild. and the most beautiful scenery in Michigan will
be found as the Pike is followed further into the North-
land. So much of the timber remains that the land re-
tains its natural aspect of wild hbeauty, and in many
places, only the excellent roads and the occasional orch-
ard and farm remind the tourist that this is settled
territory.

Many of the larger holdings of cut-over land have
been reforested by the big lumber companies, or devoted
to fruit growing, and some of the largest orchards in the
world will be found in this section. A fine example is
seen in the Nellie Whitney orchards, on either side of
the Pike route where it divides at the “Parting of the
Ways." Here the tourist has a choice of two routes, the
“Scenic  Route” following the Lake Michigan shore
through Onekema and Areadia to Elberta and Frankfort.
The views along this route are wonderfully beautiful,
and it is the gateway to the Leelanau resorts and the
fine trip “Around the Horn.”

allels it as far north as Benzonia, passing through Bear
Lake, and those who do not have time to make the trip
“Around the Horn,” which is 50 miles further than the
“Short Route” to Traverse City, may follow the Seenic
Route as far as Frankfort, where a drive of six miles
brings one into the Short Route at Benzonia.

Five miles from the “Parting of the Ways,” the pike
emerges from the hills on the south side of Portage Lake
and eircles its eastern end for three miles into the village
of O-nek-ema (Indian word, signifying “Place of Great
Beauty'). The village lies at the base of a great hill,
and by many is considered the most beautiful point on
the whole Pike route. It is famous for its artesian and
natural gas wells and its harbor of refuge is one of the
finest on the Great Lakes. The Pere Marguette and
Northern Michigan line of steamers make it a regular
port of call, and in addition to the large Portage Point

Inn it has several other resort hotels.

On Portage Lake

are the resorts of Wildemere, Onekema Park. Portage

Leaving Portage Lake, the Pike enters a ravine and
begins the ascent of Onekema Hill, the longest on the
Pike, but so well laid out and constructed that the ascent
is made with the utmost ease. The views afforded as the
road winds in and out are very fine, especially those from
the erest of the hill. It is well worth while to stop at the
top and climb the bank of the cut to enjoy the view from
the foot of a huge tree nicknamed “The Lonesome Pine.”

A similar run downhill brings one into Arcadia, a
guaint little port on Bar Lake, which is crossed on a
causeway just before reaching the village. The farms of
the valley are fertile, and Arcadia enjoys a prosperous
agricultural trade, in addition to its lumbering interests.
Just north of the village, the Pike passes through a stand
of hardwood timber of great size. The views approach-
ing and leaving the valley are fine, and it merits the
name “Arcadia” in every particular.

Surmounting a similar series of hills, a long descent
next brings the tourist into the Herring Lake valley,
where the route passes between Upper and Lower Her-
ring Lakes, each having a goodly number of summer
homes. Still another climb and descent leads into the
valley of the Betsey River. This section affords an excel-
lent example of the glacial action which shaped the entire
Great Lakes region, and even to those unacquainted with

the geologic features, the effects of the ice sheet are
apparent. This succession of forest clad hills at right
angles to Lake Michigan was thrown up by the successive
tongues of the ice sheet, which plonghed out the valleys
between them.

of them, and the azure hue of their waters rivals thd
famed Mediterrancan blue. About these lakes lie the
villages, farms, and resorts of the Northland; on the hill-
sides are the orchards which are bringing fame and wealth
to the fruit growers; the quality and flavor of their
product is unequalled. Where natural conditions have
favored it, lake ports have been developed; channels have
been dredged giving lnke steamers access to these land-
locked harbors.

At its entrance into Lake Michigan, the Betsey River
{ Riviere Aux Bee Scies) expands into a small lake, on
either side of which lie Elberta and Frankfort. Elberta
is the terminal of the Ann Arbor Railroad, and all-the-
yvear carferry service is maintained to Manistigne and
Menominee. There are many fine orchards in this section,
the best known being the “Paul Rose” peach farm, which
recently was sold at a price comparable to business front-
age in many cities. Steamships ply between this port and
Chicago and Milwaukee, carrying the immense quantities
of fruit to the big markets. The Lake Michigan shore
here is one of great beauty, with lofty bluffs at the water's
edge and bold promoentories in view in either direction.

Frankfort is interesting historically through its asso-
ciations with Pere Marquette, whose missionary zeal led
to the early exploration and settlement of the Lake
Michigan ports, then the outposts of New France. After
nine years of work, he was completing a 3,000 mile cance
trip to the missions at St. Joseph and on the llississippiﬁ,

when he became ill. A landing was made at Frankforf=

and here the great missionary died and was buried. Later
the remains were taken up and removed to St. Ignace,
where they now lie in the old Mission Churech. Almost
the entire early history of this region is contained in the

Frankfort is the largest city in Benzie County, and is
its commercial center.

One of the most picturesque villages on the entire
West Michigan Pike is Empire, with a population of
about 800, nestled in a delightful valley in the south-
western corner of Leelanau County. With her electric
lighted streets, cement sidewalks, and waterworks, she
gives evidence of her enterprising citizens. Empire has
university approved schools, churches, banks, commercial
and hotel facilities, rail and water transportation, being
the terminus of a railroad and on the bank of Lake Michi- Glen Lake and Day's Woods from Miller's Hll
gan, with a beautiful small deep lake just at the shore of
the big lake, awaiting only the action of Uncle Sam to
turn it into one of the finest and safest of harbors.

For beauty of scenery, Glen Lake is classed as the
equal of Lake George, and by some even of Lake Como.
It is o body of elear water, nearly surrounded by hills.
The lake bottom is sand, through which bubbles water
that keeps the lake at the point of overflowing, The lake
is from one to three miles wide, and seven miles long.

The points of interest about the lake are the Sleeping
Bear on the west, the big private forest belonging to D.
H. Day on the north, the winding river which carries the
surplus water into Sleeping Bear Bay, and the high range
of hills bordering the lake on the east, which hills are
fast being taken for orchard propositions.

The Sleeping Bear is of interest because of its won-
derful formation and its historic associations. It is a sand
dune five miles long and from one to one and a half miles
wide. Its highest point is four hundred and ninety feet
above the level of Lake Michigan. From its top may be
watched the big steamers that are constantly passing up

Empire and Lake Michigan, from the South and down Lake Michigan.
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P he best kept-up farms in the state.

The Manitous from the Crest of the Sleeping Bear

D. H. Day’s private forest contains 1400 acres. The
trees are now over forty years old and there are birches,
elms, maples, bass woods, oaks and pines. Beneath their
shade-giving branches are beautiful walks and drives.

Crystal River is said to be seven miles long, although
the narrow strip of land between Glen Lake and Sleeping
Bear Bay is but a mile in width. The hills to the east of
Glen Lake are well worth climbing, because of the mag-
nificent views to be had from their tops, Miller's Hill
affording an especially fine view.

At the northeast corner of the lake, is the D. H. Day
saw-mill and Oswegatchie Farm. The latter is one of
The buildings are
modern and of generous proportions. The Holstein herd
numbers over sixty head, there are fifty acres of alfalfa,
and several large orchards. The saw-mill at the west end
of the lake is connected with Glen Haven by a steam
railroad. At the village there is a gasoline station, a
blacksmith shop, a hotel, and general store, at which all
the things that the tourist is likely to nede, may be had.

Three miles from Glen Haven is Glen Arbor, similarly
located and with a beautiful outlook over the Bay and
the hills in the background. Just south, at the northeast
corner of Glen Lake, is Miller's Hill, from which may be
had a view over Glen Lake, Day's Woods and Sleeping
Bear which will linger long in the memory. Excellent

These are the lands which won from the Indians the
significant name, Leelanau—"The land of delight.”

Leaving Glen Arbor, the Pike cuts across the base of
Pyramid Point and swings along the southern shore of
Traverse Lake. This beautiful section of lakes, set
among great hills, is very popular, especially with the
sportsman. Between Traverse Lake and Good Harbor
Bay is a strip of country as primeval as the hunter can
wish for, with a series of low sand hills, timber covered.
These lakes teem with black bass:

Lake Leelanau is 18 miles long and varies in width
from a few rods to three miles. At the Narrows, about
midway, are Provemont and Fountain Point, on opposite
shores. The Pike follows the western shore of the lake,
passing through Leland, where one of the interesting
sights is the fishing fleet which makes its headquarters in
the tiny harbor. Twelve miles off shore are the Manitous,
and they can be reached by launch from Leland,

Few places hold out sueh advantages for comfort and
pleasure for summer visitors as does Leland, situated on

a mile-wide neck of land between Lake Michigan and
Lake Leelanau. Almost surrounded by water, the facili-
ties for boating, bathing and fishing are excellent, and
there are no mosquitoes. There are a number of good
hotels, which enjoy a well-earned reputation for hospital-
ity and thoughtfulness in caring for guests. Several good
stores supply all necessaries, and at the garages supplies
for both autos and motor boats are carried.

Ten miles beyond Leland, the head of the peninsula
is reached at Northport, on the Traverse Bay shore, and
before the southward journey to Traverse City is begun,
the tourist should take time to drive to Northport Point,
the northernmost point of the Leelanau peninsula. From
Northport to Traverse, the Pike follows the shore of
Grand Traverse Bay closely, and it is seldom that the
glistening waters of the bay are not in view.

Northport is beautifully located on a series of terraces
rising from the shores of Northport Bay, and is the most
important cherry shipping center of Northwestern Michi-
gan. Numerous cherry orchards have been set out in the
past ten years and have just come into bearing. The

Stony Point and the Bay at MNorthport Point
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Cedar Lodge, Northport Point

Dame orchard, with 16,000 cherry trees of the Mont-
morency variety alone, ranks as the largest orchard in
the world.

Northport is one of the oldest settlements in the Grand
Traverse region, being built upon the site of an old Indian
village. There are many beautiful summer homes and
the points of interest are many. Northport Point, Cat-
head Point, the bluffs overlooking Lake Michigan, and
Shah-sho-ke-zhik (Indian for “Green Sky"') are reached
by excellent roads.

Northport Point is a narrow peninsula projecting
south into Grand Traverse Bay for a distance of t“-,ﬁ:'
miles. and varies in width from 250 to 1.000 fect. On one
side is the bay and on the other the quiet waters of North-
port harbor. The entire point is covered with forest trees,
among which nestle the cottages of the summer residents.
There is a beautiful drive through the forest paralleling
the shores, and a fine shore walk.

Northport Point was known to the Indians as “O-ne-
ka-win,” an Ojibway word meaning “carrying place,” It
was here that Indians travelling by water from Northport




to Charlevoix landed and carried their canoes across the
narrow peninsula to avoid the long trip around. At the
narrowest point, where the carry was made, stands Cedar
Lodge, built of cedar logs in a rustic design, It affords
the best accommodations to be found on the Leelanau
Peninsula and is the beauty spot of the “Around the
Horn™ trip. It is more of the nature of a clubhouse than
an ordinary hotel, and from its dining room a view may
be had over the water in every direction. The fame of
the Lodge is based on the merits of its cuisine and the
attention bestowed on its guests.

There is a fine golf course on the peninsula which is
open to guests at the hotel, and facilities are provided for
tennis and other sports. Boating and bathing are, of
course, very popular, and the fisherman finds every oppor-
tunity to enjoy his favorite reercation here.

Nearing Omenn on the Bay Road

Omena is a pretty village 20 miles north of Traverse
City on Omena Bay, and has long been noted for its
summer attractions. The scenery along the bay and on
the Point is beautiful and there is a large colony of cot-
tagers. Good accommodations are afforded by the Lee-
lanan Inn, which is loeated on the Point, with water on
two sides, and The Clovers, which is near the village.
Both are supplied with fruits and vegetables from their
own gardens and are noted for the attractions of their
tables,

Years ago, the Omena Point plateau was set out in
apple orchards and today is one of the finest apple pro-
ducing sections of the Grand Traverse region. The apples
are much esteemed for their size, coloring, and rich flavor.

Peshawbetown is an Indian village near Omena, and

is interesting material for ethnological study. Here are
real Indians living according to their own inelinations
and not far removed from their primitive state. Aghosa-
town, just north of Omena, has a similar population.

Sutton's Bay affords many attractions to the tourist
who is fortunate enongh to choose this loeality for a sum-
mer outing. The section abounds in trout streams as well
as being situated on an arm of Grand Traverse Bay,
where Mackinaw trout and other lake fish may be hooked
thronghout the season. The summer climate is delight-
fully free from extremes of heat and cold. The forest
clad hills are unsurpassed in their beauty and the many
rich orchards and farms of this vicinity complete a scene
of roral splendor.

The hotels and boarding houses afford comfortable
accommodations at reasonable prices. and along the shores
of Sutton’s Bay are many fine sites for picnic or camping
grounds, well wooded to the water's edge. All supplies
for tourists may be secured at the stores and garages of
the village.

Sutton's Bay is a shipping point for the quantities of
fruit and potatoes grown on the Peninsula, and is on the
regular route of the Northern Michigan Transportation
Company's boats. Through Pullman service is also main-
tained from Northport, Omena, and Sutton’s Bay to the
Southern cities,

Almost the entire distance from Northport to Trav-
erse City, the Pike runs within & stone's throw of Grand
Traverse Bay, and the views are superb. From North-
port, the eastern shores in Charlevoix and Antrim county
are clearly visible, and as the journey is made southward,
Old Mission Point and the Peninsula come into view.
Marion Island and Ne-ah-tawanta, with all other resorts
on the west side of the Peninsula, will draw the attention
of the tourist until Traverse City is reached, at the head
of the West Arm.

fishing in Crystal Lake is really good and dependable,
day in and out. The necessary social touch is furnished
by the many charming little resorts and the cottage life
of the summer residents, and the tourist will find an ex-
tended stay in the Benzonia and Beulah region worth
while, as all its beaunties are not revealed in a single
glance,

Leaving Beulah, the tourist ascends a gradual slope
into the “Eden" country, so called becaunse of its apples
and peaches of exquisite flavor, grapes surpassing those
of Italy, cherries and other most tempting fruit. From
the hillerests may be seen Crystal Lake, the Platte and
Otter Lakes, where the fisherman is never disappointed,

and in the distance, the blue waters of Lake Michigan.
Along Big Platte Lake are numerous small hotels and
cottages.

Honor, the county scat of Benzie, nestles amid the
hills on the Platte River, one of the most famous trout
waters of Northern Michigan. Although the village is
but seventeen years old, it is rapidly assuming importance

The Platte River, from a Plke Bridge
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as a center of a fruit growing region, the lumbering in-
terests still holding first place.

The valley of the Platte River is followed for some
distance east of Honor, and new roads are being con-
structed leading into Interlochen. twelve miles due east.
Grand Traverse County is entered one and one-half miles
west of Interlochen, and here the tourist finds a region of
beautiful lakes and brooks, famed for the fishing. Duek
and Green Lakes, between which Interlochen lies; Bass
Lake, Long Lake, and Silver Lake, near Grawn, are all
well stocked with bass, pickerel, and game fish. A well
filled creel will reward the skill and patience of any trout
fisherman who wets a line in the Platte or Boardman Riv-
ers, or any of the numberless small streams along the
Pike in this region.

Mackinae Island occupies the foremost place in the
history and strategy of the early French and colonial days
of the West, and for centuries the possession of this rock-
girt isle has been the factor which determined the fate of
tribe and nation. Commanding the highway of the great
inland seas, this Gibraltar of the North was the goal of
all ambitious to hold control of water routes, and count-
less bloody battles have been fought on its eliffs. From
whom the Indian took it is not known, but France, Eng-
land, and the American Colonies suceessively wrenched
the prize from its holders, and with it supremacy in the
West.

In a land of rolling hills and sandy shores, Mackinac
Island is unique in its natural wonders, and the Indians
revered it as the abode of Monitou, the Great Spirit
Here they brought the first white man to look upon the
upper lakes, coming from the St. Lawrence up the Ottawa
and across to Lake Huron: here the Jesuits established
the post from which explorations were continued to the
Mississippi. The flags of three nations flew over the
island, and the story may be read in landmarks still
standing. What is more, the despoiling hand of com-
merce has done little violence to what has been described
as that “wildest and tenderest bit of beauty yet seen on
God's earth.”
