A copy of the statuette, Venus Step-
ping into Her Bath (A), is in the man-
sion and similar to the one which Ade-
licia possessed. The statuette,
Bucephalus, the horse of Alexander
the Great (B); the detail of a table
(C); and the bed with two side tables
(F) are Acklen pieces in the posses-
sion of Mrs. Jeannette Noel. The mir-
ror {ID} and mother of pearl wall
plague (E) are Acklen items owned
by Dr. Oscar F. Noel, Jr.

The family mausoleum at Mt. Olivet
Cemetery (A} is the place of burial for
Adelicia Acklen, her first two hus-
bands, and other members of the
family. In the mausoleum is the stat-
ue, The Peri, by Joseph Mozier (B).
The sofa (C) and the silver tea pot
with the Acklen name (D) are Acklen
items in the possession of Mrs. Jean-
nette Noel.
