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St. Bernard’s Grammar School
O HIRTY-FIVE years ago St. Bernard’s School opened

with an enrollment of one hundred and eighty pupils. 
Five Sisters of Loretto were in charge: Mother M. Chris­
tina, Sister M. St. Roque, Sister M. Aldegonde, Sister M. 
Bertha and Sister M. Angelica. We mention their names 
because these pioneers established the traditions, gave 
the school a high standing, and even yet their names are 
held in respect and reverence by the people of the parish. 
Since then the work they started has been ably carried 
on and the fruits of the labors of the Loretto Sisters are 
abundant and gratifying to everyone.

The old school, which was torn down last March, 
had served its purpose well. Many sweet and tender 
memories had attached themselves to it and it was not 
without regret that we watched its rapid disappearance. 
It was no longer suitable, and the needs and rights of the 
children demanded a new building. The present three- 
story school, opened in September, represents the last 
word in a school building. The exterior is of Bedford 
stone and pressed brick, and in planning the interior 
every modern device for the health and comfort of the 
child was considered. Mother M. Carmela, the present 
principal, reports an enrollment of over seven hundred 
pupils.

The hope of the Church is in its little ones, and 
today we of St. Bernard’s, as we witness the dedication 
of this our new school and realize what it all means, have 
the brightest of hopes and the most roseate of expecta­
tions for the future.
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The Loretto High School
^"HE new Loretto High School, in Englewood, was 
gjg begun in the summer of 1926, and is conducted by 
the Religious of the Institute of the Blessed Virgin Mary, 
popularly known as the Sisters of Loretto. In style it 
represents the Italian Renaissance, and to its architec­
tural beauty it unites a complete equipment such as 
modern standards of education demand. The curriculum 
includes everything helpful to a sound and thorough 
education. Whether the student wishes to prepare for 
college, normal school or the commercial world, she will 
find in the course of studies offered whatever is needed.
The Domestic Science course, with its well-equipped 
kitchen, affords adequate training in the care and main­
tenance of the home. The Commercial course embraces 
everything required for a business education. The Music 
Department furnishes a complete course in both vocal 
and instrumental music in all its branches. The heart 
and will are specially trained, and the finest ideals of 
Catholic womanhood are held up for imitation. Char­
acter and personality are developed, and the girls are 
taught to distinguish between the cheap, vile, prevailing 
standards of the day and the solid, real, enduring prin­
ciples of the virtuous Catholic lady. Any girl who has 
spent four years in high school with the Ladies of 
Loretto acquires a charm which sets her apart and makes 
her different from the crowd.

The parish is proud of the girls who have graduated 
from our High School, and rejoices in the dedication of 
the new building, which will give many girls the privi­
lege to share in the opportunities which lie in their midst.

The Loretto Novitiate
q N THE twenty-sixth day of August Mother M. St.

Teresa, with two novices and two junior professed 
nuns, opened the first Novitiate of the Ladies of Loretto 
on United States’ soil. No missionaries ever realized 
better the importance of the task entrusted to them or 
the possibilities of the harvest from the tiny seed they 
were about to sow and cultivate than these five women. 
Their coming was hailed with joy and thanksgiving by 
thousands of the Loretto Sisters’ friends, who for years 
had prayed and longed for a Novitiate on American soil. 
The Providence of God, which so mightily and sweetly 
moves and orders all things, could be manifestly felt 
working in behalf of the Sisters. The beautiful house on 
Harvard Avenue, recently purchased, was temporarily 
placed by the parish at their disposal. They took pos­
session of the house on the eleventh of October, and since 
then the interior has been fitted out to meet the require­
ments of a Convent. Three postulants have joined their 
ranks, Sister M. Catalda, Sister M. Lillian, and lastly, 
Sister M. Felicitas, one of our own girls.

Today God’s blessing descends upon the Novitiate, 
and it is the prayer of all that God will prosper it and 
send to it many candidates to be trained and prepared 
to help spread the Master’s Kingdom by directing and 
instructing others in the path which leads to Heaven.
