Tobacco Lane
RHHG: The blue house on Tobacco Lane is the oldest. These cottages, dating from

the 1800’s, were built to house the factory workers. An 1821 map of Red Hook Village

shows a store on the corner of Tobacco lane. This building still stands, and after much

remodeling, served as a school as well as a private residence. This was the original store
on the “four corners”
