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It's One hundred and twenty-eight pages of memories of the seven 
hundred and twenty days of high school. Everyone gets a yearbook. 
Students buy them and teachers confiscate them. 

Everybody looks at the pictures, but how many people read between 
the lines? Roughly fifteen hundred hours of work are put into a single 
yearbook alone. 

All yearbooks start with a theme. Once this is chosen, the general 
structure of the book must be planned. 

Around October yearbook photographers run rampant in the school 
shooting up a storm getting pictures that will be used in the book. All of 
the pictures they take must be developed, sorted, and grouped by sub­
ject. 

While the editors and photographers are worrying about what's in the 
yearbook, the advertising manager has to worry about selling ads to 
local businesses to help cover production costs of about $13 ,200. If no 
ads had been sold, this year's yearbook would have cost thirty-two 
dollars instead of twenty-one. 

By far the largest job, however, is layout. Every page of the yearbook 
must be organized in a special way before it is sent off to the factory. The 
pages are mapped out on a 3R form. A 3R form is basically a huge piece 
of graph paper. It usually takes about ten minutes to draw up one page. 
Care must be taken to insure written copy will fit in the spaces provided, 
that white space is not trapped between the pictures, and that people's 
faces are not cut in half by the middle of the page. 

Working on yearbook is a thankless job. Sometimes the hardest part of 
it is taking other student's criticisms. Usually, the criticizing students 
don 't understand that the yearbook staff is always too small , and that the 
people on it are under a tremendous amount of pressure to complete the 
book on time. During the year it often seems like the pages never end. 
When it's all over, however, it's rewarding to know that the snapshot of 
school life was the best one that could possibly be taken.
