Long Lake Covention.

Continued from last issue.
Rev. (. A. Fahlund, the Sunday
school Secretary of the Synod, had
charge of the Sunday-school session
held at 9 a. m. He outlined the reli-
gious element of the proposed Sun-
day-school system and pleaded for
the co-operation of the pupil, the
teacher and the parent. At 10 a. m.
a communion address by Dr. Otto
Bostrom on the words, “Jesus of
Nazareth passeth by.” (Luke 18:
37. Rev. Oscar Olson, president of
the Towa Conference, preached on
the Gospel lesson for the day. He

spoke clearly of “The Transfigured
Life,” as a life set apart for Jesus; a
life that has spiritual visions; lead-
ing to a conviction of the reality of
things unseen, and a life that de-
scends into the common walks of
life in the spirit of service.  The
service was very impressive and en-
couraging as communion was held,
of which most of the young people
partook.

Special vocal numbers were given
at the convention by an organized
chorus under the directorship of Dr.
Otto Bostrom, by a sextette, and by
solos by Miss Hilma Lindquist, Rev.
Carl Bostrom, and by, Mr. Reuben
Kron. Miss Viola Westberg served
as organist and Rev. C. G. Ander-
son as song director.

The business session was held on
Friday afternoon. From the statis-
tical secretary’s report it was
learned that there were 7,030 mem-
bers in the Luther League,of the
Illinois Conference. Of these 55
were serving as deacons, 144 as trus-
tees, 786 as Sunday-school teachers,
and 1,262 were singing in choirs.

President, Rev. Joshua Odén;

executive committee, Rev. Frank
Carlson ; extension committee, Wil-
liam Richag, Myrtle Wessel, and
Clarence Johnson. — Rev. C. G.
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another conference similar to ours
at the first table with us. Some of
the young people asked that he speak
some words in Chinese which he did
gladly.

This chorus held
its rehearsals every day immediately
after the close of the 10:15 session.

Rev. C. G. Anderson led the sun-
rise service and Bible study Thurs-
day morning. The first Epistle of
James was studied under the leader-
ship of Rev. Anderson.

Dr. C. J. Petri who was sched-
uled for this session was unable to
come so Rev. M. E. Fredheim of the
Chicago Lutheran Bible School who
was taking the place of Dean Ing-
volstad because of the dean’s illness,
gave the address on Inner Missions
which work he defined as “Rescue
the Perishing.” The church gives
both physical and spiritual care,

and especially to orphaned chil-

dren and the needy aged. He urged:
“Have a message of comfort for
those in distress.”

Vespers were again held in the
hillside at sunset after which all
went to the tent for the evening ses-
sion. The song well known to all
Luther Leaguers “0O Christians
Leagued To-gether” was sung in
opening this session after which the
choir sang two very appropriate
songs.

We must do personal work for our
Saviour. Before closing a few min-
utes were given for individual pray-
ers which many of the young people
took advantage of.

The Bible study was also con-
ducted by Rev. C. G. Anderson and
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we continued to study the First
Epistle of James.

The mission session was opened
with prayer by one of our southside
pastors, Rev. Nelson of the Bethany
Church, South Chicago, after which
Dr. Westling of Harcourt, Iowa,
gave a splendid address on Steward-
ship.
