Our organization was founded to foster patriotism and love for
our country and its institutions. One of our aims is to help
strangers who come to this country to understand our Govern-
ment and all that our flag stands for.

We realize that all others coming to these shores with honest
and upright purposes, as did our ancestors, should have equal
opportunities and honor.

It is more honorable to deserve such citizenship by
being loyal to our country and obedient to its laws. We invite
you to share in this citizenship when you have learned its duties
and privileges.

Foreword

INCE the discovery of America, more than 37,000,000
immigrants have been welcomed to the United States.
The most of these were of European stock. In America
they have found peace and happiness and have prospered.

Amer-
ica expects them to respect and defend the flag that protects
them; to love, honor, and be loyal to the country that gives
them this peace, happiness, and prosperity; to make them-
selves worthy to receive the great gift of American citizen-
ship; to become #rue Americans in heart and soul.

Finding Work

There are large numbers of employment offices which
will help you in finding a job. They all charge certain
fees for this service. There are laws in nearly every State
regarding such private employment agencies. If you go to
one of these, make sure that it has a license. Be sure that
it has a good reputation for honesty and reliability.

The following welfare organizations will also do much
to help you in finding work: the Young Men’s Christian
Association; Young Women’s Christian Association; Jewish
Welfare organizations; the Salvation Army, and the Knights

- of Columbus. They have branches in most of the principal

towns and cities. Chapters of the American Red Cross
will also direct you to the best places to apply for jobs,
or for help if sick and in trouble. Chapters of the National
Society of the Daughters of the American Revolution may
also be able to help you find work.

Free employment agencies located in the principal cities
are also conducted by the governments of many States.
They cannot help you unless you understand and speak
English. You may find them by asking any one of the
above-mentioned welfare organizations for the “Free Em-
ployment Service”’ of the State.
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
