Illinois Conference Luther League
Convention.

The Augustana Luther League of
the Illinois Conference held its thir-
teenth annual convention at Long

. Lake, Illinois, August 17—22, 1920.

The grounds are owned by the
(Chicago Lutheran Bible School and
were used by the League for the con-
vention.

Delegates throughout the entire
field gathered, and many new ac-
quaintances were made which helped
to make the convention a real suc-
cess.

Every day of the convention
opened with a Sunrise Prayer Meet-
ing at 6:30 o’clock a. m., at which
Dean S. M. Miller from St. Paul
gave a series of inspiring lectures on
the Holy Spirit and its work.

Breakfast was served immediately
after these meetings.

During the first part of the week
at the mine o’clock sessions, Dean

) Ingvolstad, President of the Chicago

Bible Institute, gave a beneficial
study of the Psalms, clearly explain-
ing many troublesome passages in
the same.

During the latter part of the week,
Dean Miller gave us a short course

on the book of St. John, and we were
assigned the reading of this book.

The ten o’clock sessions were of a
varied program. Some days we
listened to interesting talks by Miss
Hilleboe, Dean of Girls at St. Olaf’s
College, Minnesota, while other days
were left for open discussion of Lu-
ther I.eague problems.

The following are the aims of the
Luther League which our League
should especially work for:

To bring the young people to
Christ.

To keep our new confirmands with
us.

To remain steadfast in Church.

To encourage our young people to
attend our own schools.

To further the circulation of our
church papers.

To make visitors welcome.

To increase the spiritual element
in our League.

To do missionary work.

To have more meetings.

We found that the Leagues that
were having two or more meetings a
month were having the greatest suc-
cess, one of these meetings being de-
voted to a study of the Bible, such
as the life of different characters in
the Bible, etec. This I think our
League should consider.

At eleven o’clock, we all gathered
again for the great inspirational
hour, the previous sessions having
led up to this.

One of the addresses given was on
“The Present Day Need of Conver-
gion,” bringing out the lukewarm-
ness of this age as shown by the
poorly attended services and how
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lectures and social clubs are substi-
tuted for the devotional and mid-
week prayer meetings.

Immediately after this session,
lunch was served, after which no
time was lost in making out plans
for an enjovable afternoon. Row-
ing, swimming, base ball, long hikes
and trips to the Lotus Beds were
enjoyed by all.

At seven o’clock, we all gathered
for a short session, at which differ-
ent missionaries gave interesting
talks of the heathen lands.
