Ute pd torget diirefter
vid Engelbrektsstatyn, sedan Ore-
bro-singarna hilsat med sing, holl
landshovdingen ett hogstimt tal,
som varmt besvarades av dr Hoff-
sten. Ifter intagen supé gick sill-
skapet till vila.

Tidigt lirdagsmorgonen gled ta-
get sd obemirkt ur stationen, och
anlinde vi till Krylbo invid Dalil-
ven vid 9-tiden, dédr frukost intogs

) & jirnvigshotellet. Efter en bilfird

ut till Brunbicks firja (sdngarna
firdades per bat pd Siljan) till-
bringades en stund dir vid Vasa-
monumentet. Det var hir Gustaf
Vasa uppmuntrades i sitt befrielse-
krig av Dalaménnens mod, sisom

den store Bautastenens inskrift an-
tyder: “For Sveriges frihet, for
hem och fosterbygd kiimpade och
segrade Dalamén hiir 1621. Minnes-
gode landsmén reste stenen 1896.”
Overliraren herr Bertrand héll tal
hirom och beriittade #iven om huru
stenén forts dit 4 kanonvagn samt
slipats upp till kullen av 400 arbe-
tare frin Avesta jirnbruk. TUnder-
tecknad besvarade det si historiskt
belysande talet.

“Ornisstugan”, didr Barbro
Stigsdotter hjélpte Gustaf Vasa pd
flykten undan danska fogden och
sin make, sigo vi pd en udde pa
andra sidan sjon Runn. Falun ar
linsstad och gammal gruvstad; en
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koppargruva, bearbetad sedan 1200-
talet, nu foga givande; den s. k.
“Stora Stoten” tillkom genom ett
ras 1687. Allt detta besigs. Efter
intagen supé a “Kullen” gingo vi
till vila.

Sondagen den 8 jult, sedan fru-
kost spisats, fortsattes resan mot
Leksand, dit vi anlinde just som
dalmasar och dalkullor ldmnade
kyrkan i sina siregna drikter. Kon-
sert holls ritt efter gudstjinsten.
Leksand édr en klassisk kyrkby'vid
Osterdalilvens utlopp ur Siljan och
centrum i Siljanbygdens turistliv.
Kyrkan har en lokformerad spira
efter rysk forebild; kyrkbyn édr vida
spridd och har ett gott hembygds-
museum. Efter dtnjuten middag &
Nya hotellet avreste vi frin Iek-
sand. Pa vilkomsttalet hér svarade
fru Evald pd sitt livliga sdtt. Vi
ankommo till Mora vid 6-tiden.
Under resan foro vi genom Réttvik,
“Dalarnes Arkadien”, bordigaste
socken vid Siljan med vackert beli-
gen kyrka. Vasastenen, rest 1893
“av Sveriges konung och folk”, er-
inrar om gingna tider.

Mora ér en vittbekant kyrkby vid
sundet mellan Siljan och Orsasjon.
Efter framkomsten gingo vi genast
till dr Swirds grav, dir underteck-
nad holl bon vid sin forne ldrares
grav. Aven tillbringade vi en trev-
lig stund i hans dotters hem. Vid
Vasastatyn (av Zorn (1903) holl
prosten Gustafson tal efter konser-
ten, som besvarades av underteck-
nad. Sedan supé intagits, gingo vi
till vila. '

Efter frukosten mdndagen reste
vi ut till dr Bersells barndomshem,

dir vi triffade hans aldriga syster,
och siinde till professorns son, pastor
Bersell i Ottumwa, Ia., en hilsning
per brevkort. P& &tervigen besigo
vi ock utmelandsmonumentet, rest
over kéllaren, dir Tomt Mats Lar-
sons hustru dolde Gustaf Vasa un-
dan de spejande danskarna.

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Tisdagsmorgonen avreste vi och
kommo till Bricke, Medelpad, dér
vi intogo frukost & jirnvigshotellet.
Vid tre-tiden ankommo vi till Oster-
sund, och vilkomsttalet av borgmés-
taren Johansson besvarades av un-
dertecknad. “Hela staden kom i r6-
relse” hin mot Hotell Standard, déir
vi intogo middag. Vid sex-tiden
samlades vi 4 Fornvallen Jamtli
bygdemuseum, didr Intendenten Fes-
tin foreldste over de minga Jimt-
landsfornminnen, som dir samlats.
Si holls friluftskonsert dirstides,
och intogs supé a Restaurant Hov,
dir stadfullmiktiges tal besvarades
av undertecknad.

Onsdagsmorgonen ankommo vi till
Are vid 9-tiden, nordligaste punkten
av var resa.

The Annual Convention of the
Illinois Conference Luther
League for 1923
was held at Long Lake, Illinois July
23—30. The first session of the con-
vention was the Monday evening
vespers held on that day, indoors.
The opening hymn, “All Hail the
Power of Jesus’ Name,” was led by
C. G. Anderson of South Bend, Ind.
Mr. Anderson, alternating with An-
ton Nelson of Trinity, Chicago, led
the singing throughout the week.
Mr. Anton Nelson led this evening
prayer service which in reality was
a coming together of early arriving
delegates to implore blessings on the

work and activities to follow.

The convention sermon was
preached at the evening service by
the president, Rev. Joshua Odén of
Irving Park. The subject of the
sermon, ‘“Salvation through Jesus
only,” was introduced by the words
of Mark, “And Jesus, looking at
him, loved him.” In this sermon
the president again stressed the
point which he, on occasions before,
had brought before this delegation,
that is, the individual implicit faith
in Christ Jesus. At this service as
at all others much singing was done
and Ruth Paulson of our own
church was soloist.

The daily program beginning on
Tuesday consisted of sunrise prayer
at 6:30, Bible Study at 9, Laymen’s
and Pastors’ Hours at 10, Inspira-
tional at 11, and vespers and serv-
ices at 7 and 7:45 in the evening.

Dean Ingvoldstad was scheduled
to speak at every sunrise prayer, but
because of his own uncertain health
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on one occasion and an engagement
in town regarding the Bible School
Drive on another, he was absent on
Thursday and Saturday mornings.
The topic of his sermons which car-
ried over the other three mornings
was the Sermon on the Mount. One
comforting thought which the dean
left with us was that religion is in-
dividualistic, not prescribed by one
man for another. We are schooled
in Christianity, and guided in our
ways, but our ultimate religion is
our personal conception, belief, and
faith. On Thursday, Rev. C. G.
Anderson talked on the book of
John, and Saturday morning’s serv-
ice was given over to a farewell to
Rev. Anderson, who is leaving our
Conference to become Field Secre-
tary of the Home Mission in an-
other state.

The Bible study sessions were led
by Rev. Herbert Swanson of Flint,
Michigan; Rev. Hanson of Grand
Rapids; Victor Pearson of Gethse-
mane, Chicago; and Rev. Conrad
Bergendoft of Salem, Chicago. All
were excellent teachers with their
material well in command. Dele-
gates who have attended previous
conventions wait very eagerly for
the lectures of Rev. Herbert Swan-
son of Flint and hope he will be
always on the program for Bible
study hour.

At ten o’clock the pastors met in
the tent, while the lay delegates held
session in the tabernacle. The Tues-
day laymen hour was conducted by
Mr. J. Vern Friedlund, president of
the league at Irving Park. The ses-
sion was conducted in the manner

of a League meeting. Mr. Fried-
lund gave us a sketch of the organi-
zation of his league. The Irving
Park Church is the Only one in the
Conference which boast of a weekly
Tuther League meeting. This league
has the four traditional officers:
president, vice-president, secretary
and treasurer. Since it meets every
week it has four types of meeting,
the first meeting of the month is a
devotional meeting, the second a
musical, the third a literary, and
the fourth a business and social.
When the meeting day occurs. five
times in a month, the fifth is given
over to missions. There are stand-
ing committees responsible for these
meetings, and in addition there are
(1) the good cheer committee, (R)
the membership committee, (3) the
extension committee, (4) the recep-
tion committee, and (5) the pub-
licity committee, each with a definite
work. Committee chairmen and of-
ficers comprise the executive com-
mittee, the president is chairman of
this committee and in charge of the
business activities of the league. All
devotional and service work is su-
pervised by the vice-president.

This is a very satisfactory ar-
rangement in this particular league,
but we can readily see~that so elab-
orate an arrangement is not every-
where practical. This league is a
successful model which we in our
way may copy, for it represents the
maximum league activity in the
Conference.

After Mr. Friedlund’s talk we
proceeded to the program of this
literary meeting. The feature was
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a debate on the subject: “Resolved,
that social and athletic activities are
necessary in maintaining successful
Leagues.” Mr. Anton Nelson pre-
sided as the president and took the
affirmative in the debate; Mr. Wen-
dell Holmquist supported the nega-
tive. While our sympathies were
all with the affirmative, the negative
by virtue of arguments won the de-
bate. The open discussion showed
that the assembly was of one mind
—in favor of socials and athletics.
A further discussion of the debate
occupied the Layman hour on Thurs-
day. Harold Johnson talked on
Church Publicity on Friday, and on
Saturday Mr. David Chindblom
talked on Church Finance and Rev.
Nandstedt on Tithing.

The inspirational hours were led
by Judge Telleen, Dr. S. P. Long
on the subject “What I Owe to My
Church,” Rev. Herbert Swanson on
“Sunday Abuse,” and Rev. Olander.

Evening vespers were attended by
friends on the subdivision as well
as delegates. Both pastors and lay-
men led and spoke at these meetings.
There was something unusually
beautiful in these short services.
Although we had no plan or order
of service at any week day meeting,

the vespers seemed just a little freer
than all others, and as one sat on
that hillside watching the sun dis-
appear behind the solid wall of trees
on the opposite bank, one felt that
iod was very near.

The speakers of the evening ses-
sions were Rev. Charles O. Bengston,
Dr. Halley, Dr. Gustav Andreen,
Dr. Abberly, and Rev. Lundell, mis-
sionary from China. Dr. Halley’s
was a unique sermon. This man has
committed the Bible to memory and
instead of expounding a passage of
and giving his own interpretation,
he selected a theme and quoted lit-
erally passage upon passage of
Scripture. Dr. Halley convinced us
that he knew the Scriptures but did
not succeed in telling us how he did
it.

On Thursday afternoon the busi-
ness session was held. It proceeded
in the usual order. The distribution
of funds was the main item. It was
voted to establish four $150 scholar-
ships to Augustana College and two
$100 scholarships at the Chicago
Lutheran Bible School. $100 was
given to each of the Bethphage Mis-
sion, Seamen’s Mission, and Augus-
tana Nursery. $200 was voted each
of the African, China, India, and
Michigan Home Missions. Officers
elected for the year are:

President, Rev. Joshua Odén, Chi-
cago.

Vice President, Rev. Frank Carl-
son, Elgin.

Secretary, Mina Anderson.

Treasurer, Arthur Wanfalt.

Statistical Secretary, Ingeborg Ol-
son.
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Executive Committee, Carl Holm.

Extension Committee, Viola West-
berg and Anton Nelson.

Eexecutive Committee alternate,
Herbert Swanson.

It was decided to print and dis-
tribute to each league in the Con-
ference a copy of the minutes of this
convention.

On Friday afternoon Rev. Odén
led a question box meeting. Some
of the questions were: Why do we
not in our churches have more heart
to heart talks on the marriage ques-
tion? Why are young men <o in-
different to church work? Some
questions were satisfactorily an-
swered, others were not.

 Sunday, the last day of the con-

vention, opened with Sunday School
at 9 o’clock, led by Mr. Sten Benson.
The communion preparatory sermon
was preached by Rev. Lorimer of
Monmouth, and the sermon by
Frank Carlson of Elgin. Diligent
volunteers worked faithfully Satur-
day evening to trim the tabernacle
for Sunday, and the altar at which
a host of young people took com-
munion Sunday morning was grand-
er in its natural simplicity than any
other we know of.

The last session was at R2:30
o’clock Sunday afternoon. Rev. Pe-
ter Peterson delivered the closing
speech and the pledges were given.
The total was not announced, but
the pledges were liberal and the sum
must surely have equaled, if it did
not exceed, that of previous years.
Rev. Frank Carlson read the con-
vention resolutions, and after a few

words by the president the meetin
adjourned. i
We had enjoyed in that short
week thirty-three beautifully full
meetings. To tell you what we ex-
perienced in that week is not in our
power. Long Lake is to us sacred
ground—it is pervaded with a spirit
that is lived and experienced, not
told. Young people who attend one
convention find it very hard to stay
away from succeeding ones. Your
delegate can tell you nothing but
facts and give you no more than an
account of that which transpired,
but she is grateful to you for that
privilege.

How I Find the Will of God.

1. An obedient heart. I seek at
the beginning to get my heart into
such a state that it has no will of
its own in regard to a given matter.
Nine-tenths of the difficulties are
overcome when our hearts are ready
to do the Lord’s will, whatever it
may be. When one is truly in this
state, it is usually but a little way
to the knowledge of what His will
is.

R. Feelings not enough. Having
done this, I do not leave the result
to feeling or simple impression. If
I do so, I make myself liable to
great delusions.

3. The will of God reavealed
through His Word. 1 seek the will
of the Spirit of God through, or in
connection with, the Word of God.
The Spirit and the Word must be
combined. If I look to the Spirit
alone without the Word, I lay my-
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self open to great delusions also. If
the Holy Spirit guides us at all, He
will do it according to the Scrip-
tures and never contrary to them.

4. Providential circumstances.
Next I take into account providen-
tial circumstances.  These often
plainly indicate God’s will in con-
nection with Iis Word and Spirit.

5. Prayer. I ask God in prayer
to reveal His will to me aright.

6. Deliberate judgment and o
mind “at peace.” Thus, through
prayer to God, the study of the
Word, and reflection, I come to a
deliberate judgment according tc
the best of my ability and knowl-
edge, and if my mind is thus at
peace, and continues so after two
or three more petitions, I proceed
accordingly. In trivial matters, and
in transactions involving most im-
portant issues, I have found this
method always effective.
