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The Illinois Conference at Paxton,
Illinois.

The Illinois Conference of the
Augustana Synod convened to its
74th annual meeting in historic
Paxton, T1l., on April 24th, 1926.

A Pastoral Conference was held
in the afternoon of that day.

Dr. V. R. Pearson of Chicago
presented a paper on the subject,
“Fundamentalism and liberalism,”
and Dr. Joshua Oden, also of this
city, presented a paper on the sub-
ject “What Constitutes True Suc-
cess in the Ministry.” An interest-
ing discussion followed on this time-
ly subject.

The Convention proper was open-
ed on Tuesday evening at 8 o’clock
Rev. W.
R. Pearson of Sycamore delivered
the Preparatory address and Dr.
Peter Peterson, President of our
Conference, preached the Conven-
tion sermon, text: Heb. 10. 35.

The pastor of Paxton congrega-
tion extended a most hearty greet-
ing to all pastors and delegates.
He called our attention to the facts
that Dr. Hasselquist organized the
congregation in 1863 and that Au-
gustana College was located there
for 12 years. He extended special
greetings to 2 former Paxton stu-
dents at

with communion services.

the Convention, namely

Dr. Teleen and Dr. Abrahamson.
The first

business session was

held Wednesday, beginning at 9
o’clock a. m., with a large delega-
tion in attendance.

Dr. P. Peterson presented his
annual report, a lengthy document,
reviewing in details all the activi-
ties in the Conference as well as
the condition in the various congre-
gations.

Members of the executive board
were elected as follows: Mr. E. W.
Olson of Rock Island, Mr. Lawrence
of Paxton, Mr. Johnson of Gary,
Ind., and Rev. Linus Hermun of
(Chicago.

Reports were submitted from
Home Mission Board, Augustana
Hospital, Moline Hospital and

Board of Charities. A paper pre-
pared by our Dr. A. P. Fors on the
subject, “Our Charitable Institu-
tions,” was read by Rev. J. N. Bran-
delle at the Thursday afternoon de-
votional.

The consideration of the Augus-
tana Hospital report took up more
than 2 business sessions. This be-
ing the largest and most important
Institution controlled by the Con-
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ference it is natural that it is given
careful attention.

Another question that consumed
much time was brought before the
Convention, namely Augustana Col-
lege. Representatives from the
Board of Directors presented a plan
to raise $1,500,000.00 for new build-
ings and endowments.

The board asked that Illinois,
Towa and Superior Conferences as-
sume $500,000.00 of this sum, the
$1,000,000.00 to be raised from
other sources. A lively discussion
followed. The resolution that was
finally adopted was in substance
this, “That the Conference is in
full accord with this purpose of the
Board of Directors, but would not
pledge itself to any stipulated sum.

The Conference treasurer report-
ed a deficit of more than $7,000.00
in the Home Mission fund. To

remedy this and to enable the Mis-

sion Board to carry on a more ag-
gressive Home Mission work it was
decided that the contribution to
Home Mission shall be $1.35 per
communicant and in addition Tc
per communicant to the Chicago In-
ner Mission and 2¢ per communi-
ant to the Conference treasury.
This decision was unanimous and
without debate.

It was decided to request the Au-
gustana Book Concern to publish a
Sunday = School song-book of 300
songs selected from the new Hym-
nal. The disposition of the old Im-
manuel Church, now the Central
Church, came up for consideration.

The executive board was given

authority to take such action as in
their judgment would be for the
best of all concerned.

Dr. G. A. Brandelle, president of
Augustana Synod, appeared before
the Convention on Thursday and
addressed the delegates and also
took part in the debate on the Aug.
College question.

Friday afternoon and evening
was set aside for the Conference Liu-
theran Brotherhood. It was re-
ported that the Brotherhood’s goal
of raising $100,000.00 for the
Church Extension fund had not
been raised, but they hoped that it
would be in the near future. TIn the
evening a concert was rendered to
an audience that filled the church
to its capacity. A large Male
Chorus from the Paxton communi-
ty furnished excellent singing and
Dr. Stub from Minneapolis deliv-
ered a wonderful address on the
theme, “The Goal.”

Saturday evening, at about 8
o’clock, the Convention finished its
business, after which an hour was
devoted for prayer and meditation
led by Rev. Parkander of Central
Church.

Sunday morning two
were held: one a Swedish sermon
by Dr. Abrahamson, and Rev. Elliot
preached at the English service. At
both services the large church was
filled to capacity.

The visiting pastors to the Cen-
vention occupied the pulpits in the
various churches in Paxton.

The Convention came to a close
on Sunday evening with services in

services

'/'l
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the church, when Dr. C. K. Hoffsten
preached on the theme, “Let us go
forth.”

The congregation and the whole
Paxton community were excellent
hosts, and were doing their utmost
to make the Conference Convention
a pleasant and memorable one in
the fair little city of Paxton.
