Long Lake Covention.

The fifteenth annual convention
of the Illinois Conference Luther
League was held July 24—30, and
for the third successive summer at
Long Lake. Thne convention opened
Monday evening with a fitting ser-
mon by the president, Dr. Otto Bo-
strom. He chose as his theme: “The
Luther League and the Christian
Ideal,” based on Eph. 4: 11—16.
He told us that the right ideals are
found only in Christ, and urged us
to grow to fullness in Him. Em-
phasis was placed on three elements
necessary for this: 1) the Doctrinal
—We must grow more firm in the
doctrines of our Church; 2) The
Charitable—We must keep and care
for the unfortunate; and 3) The
Participating—We have gifts from
God that must be accounted for;
they belong to Him.

From Tuesday to Saturday at
6:30 a. m., the young people gath-
ered in the tent to sing spiritual
songs, to hear spiritual messages
and to pray in the name of Jesus.
The first sunrise service, Tuesday
morning, was led by Rev. Joshua

Odén. His recent visit to the Holy
Land and his acguaintance formed
with the slepherd-life there, contrib-
uted materially to his vivid interpre-
tation of Psalm 23: 6. The Wed-
nesday morning sunrise service was
also led by Rev. Odén. His text was
based on Paslm 1: 1—6 and he
placed particular emphasis on the
word “Blessed.” He pleaded with
the young people to have a morning
watch with Jesus each day. Rev. C.
(. Anderson led the sunrise services
Thursday and Friday mornings.
His first message was based on 1
Kings 3: 5—9 he said: “Solomon
asked God for wisdom to judge his
people. We may look for prosperity
from the same gource. The one way
is given us in the promise of Jesus
‘Ask and ye shall receive.’” In his
second message emphasis was placed
on faith in Christ as the one condi-
tion for salvation. He closed with
the appeal: “Be honest with your
God.” Saturday morning, the clos-
ing sunrise service, was led by Rev.
Frank Carlson. He spoke on “the
valley of decision,” Joel 3: 14, and
urged all to surrender to Christ.
These services closed with prayer, in
which :the young people partook
each morning.

At 9 a. m. also for five days, the
young people studied four of the
seven - “Catholic Epistles.” Rev.
Herbert Swanson led the first two
sessions in the study of I and II
Peter; Rev. C. G. Anderson led the
next two sessions in the study of
James; and Rev. Frank Carlson led
the closing session in the study of
Jude.
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The 10:15 hour was given over
for addresses on missions. As the
speaker for this session on Tuesday
was unable to come, Rev. Odén gave
an interesting and  instructive
“Travelogue from the Sea of Galilee
to Nazareth.” On Wednesday fore-
noon Dr. Peter Peterson gave an
address on “Home Missions.” He
appealed for keeping “the home fires
burning” and for going out on the
highways to gather in the: un-
churched, regardless of their nation-
ality. On Thursday Rev. M. E.
Fretheim spoke on “Inner Mis-
sions.” which he defined as “Rescu-
ing the Perishing.” On Friday Dr.
V. I. Vestling of Harcourt, Ia., gave
an address on “Stewardship” or
“Our Accountability to God.” He
mentioned as the four vital church
problems of the present day:
1) Church Efficiency; 2) Home
Mission; 3) Stewardship; and 4)
Church Publicity. He appealed for
a separate portion of our income for
the Lord. Dr.Vestling said, “Money
reveals men. To find out if a man
is a Christian — find out his treas-
ure and there is his heart.”

At the first evening session Mis-
sionary David Vikner from China
spoke on the civil and agricultural
conditions in China. At the remain-
ing four evening sessions speakers
of note gave clear and convincing
answers to the question “Why Am
I a Lutheran?’ Dr. Leander S.
Keyser of the Hamma Divinity
School stated the doctrinal reasons
by reminding us of our Symbolic
Confessions. Dr. G. A. Brandelle
treated the subject with a view to
the church institutions and Rev. H.
E. Sandstedt spoke of the inner
soul-life. Dr. Frank Nelson, presi-
dent of Minnesota College, who
spoke Saturday evening stated as
his reasons: the Lutheran Church
was a Divine institution, teaching:
Christianity is just Christ, that re-
ligion consists of a right attitude
toward God, and that this Church
gives opportunity for Christian liv-
ing and Christian leadership. This
was further emphasized by Dr. L.
W. Boe, president of St. Olof Col-
lege in his address on “Christian
Hducation of our Young People” at
the concluding session, on Sunday
afternoon. To to continued.
